CLASSROOM POLICIES CONTRACT 2010-2011
Classroom Conduct:  

1.   You are expected to be courteous and respectful to all members of the classroom.  That means you don’t 
     talk while the teacher is addressing the class.

2.  
It is your responsibility to be in class on time and in your assigned seat to avoid being marked tardy. 

3.   Come to class prepared.  Bring a pencil, a pen, your notebook, and a binder everyday.  

4.   The room and all equipment must be clean & put away properly before anyone leaves the classroom.  

5.   No eating, drinking, or chewing gum is allowed in the classroom.  You will be warned once and after that 

you will be asked to throw it in the garbage can and you will receive a detention.

6.   The teacher dismisses class, not the bell.  Wait in your seat until dismissed, not by the door.

7.   Poor behavior will result in detention, parent contact, visits to the vice-principal, and/or removal.

8.   All electronic equipment (cell phones, iPods, etc.) must be turned off during class or it will be confiscated 

per school policy and you will receive an hour detention.  

Course Requirements:

1.  
Each student will have a 3-ring binder and a spiral-bound notebook to be used only for biology.

2.  
Your science binder, student planner, notebook, a pen, and a pencil will be brought to class everyday as

 
notebook/equipment checks occur several times during each quarter.  A calculator is suggested as well.

3. 
The criteria for the notebook check will include:

· The daily agenda is filled out for each class day in student planner
  

· The table of contents is completely filled out




· The proper notebook number at the top of each assignment
              
· All assignments are completed and in proper numerical order in your Biology binder
  

· Science binder, notebook, pen, and pencil are all present

  

Absences and Tardies:

1. 
Students should use the restroom between classes and at breaks.  Only 2 bathroom passes per student  

     
will be allowed each quarter.  Anything over this will count as a tardy.

2.  
Two tardies count as one absence, so make sure you are to class on time and that you have all your   

     
equipment.  On the 4th tardy for the semester, and each additional tardy, you will be assigned detention.

3.  
If you have more than six unexcused absences, you will lose credit for this science class.  

Homework:

1.  
Homework is due at the beginning of the period on the day it is due.  Late work may be turned in no more 

than 24 hours after the assignment is due, and it can only earn a maximum of half credit.

2.  
Assignments must be written in clear, neat sentences.  If I cannot read it, you will lose points.

Grading:

1.   Assignments and tests are graded on a point system with each assignment having a point value.  Students

      can therefore calculate their letter grade throughout the quarter.  Grading is based on a percentage 

basis as follows:


A = 100 - 90 %      B = 89.99 – 80%      C = 79.99 – 70%      D = 69.99 - 60%      F = 59.99% and below

Labs:

1.   
Laboratory safety regulations must be followed during all lab activities.  A handout listing the laboratory 


 
safety regulations will be passed out and discussed.  

2.  
If you break any lab equipment or other class material, you will be required to pay the replacement cost.  

Makeup Work:

1.
You have the same number of days as your excused absence to make up any exams, labs, projects, 


homework, etc.  It is the student’s responsibility to get the missed work.  Please do this before or 

after class/school, not during class.  

2. If you miss class due to a school activity (sports, fieldtrips, clubs, etc.), it is your responsibility to turn

in all of your work that is due, take any tests/quizzes, and pick up all homework before you leave for 

the activity or you will not receive any points for those assignments.

Academic Honesty:

1.   All parties involved in any cheating will receive zero points for that assignment and detention.  Parents 

     will be contacted in accordance with school guidelines.  Upon a second incident, the student(s) will be 

     permanently removed from the class and receive a failing grade for the semester.

2.  Students should be in possession of their own homework at all times.  You may discuss the homework 

     with another student, but copying will result in a zero for each student involved.
