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Physiology & Anatomy Classroom Policies

I. Course Description:

The course is designed to introduce students to the fundamental structures & functions of the human body.  Lectures, labs, group presentations, dissections, and field trips are used to emphasize the related scientific concepts regarding the various body systems.

II. Reading Requirements:

Though time will occasionally be allowed in class, it is the student’s responsibility to accomplish the course readings and to study outside of class.

Classroom Conduct:

1.
You are expected to be courteous & respectful to all members of the classroom and use 

appropriate language at all times.

2.
The teacher dismisses class, not the bell.  Wait in your seat until dismissed, not by the door.

3.  All electronic equipment (cell phones, iPods, etc.) must be turned off during class or it will 

be confiscated per school policy and you will receive an hour detention.  
4.  No food, gum, candy, or drinks are allowed in the classroom.

Assignments:



All assignments are to be turned in at the beginning of the class period on the day they are due.


Late work will NOT be accepted.

V.
Academic Honesty:

1.  All parties involved in any cheating will receive zero points for that assignment and detention.  

Parents will be contacted in accordance with school guidelines.  Upon a second incident, the 

student(s) will be permanently removed from the class and receive a failing grade for the


semester.

2.  Students should be in possession of their own homework at all times.  You may discuss the 
homework with another student, but copying will result in a zero for each student involved.

VI.
Class Materials:

All students need the following materials:

· large 3-ringed binder to organize all lecture notes, handouts, and assignments

· pen and pencil

· spiral bound notebook to be used only for Physiology & Anatomy
· colored pencils

*** All of these materials are to be brought to class each day to avoid receiving a tardy.

Grading:

Grades are based on a percentage basis as follows:

100% - 90% = A,     89.99% - 80% = B,     79.99% - 70% = C,     69.99% - 60% = D,     59.99% and below = F

VIII.
Laboratory Activities:

1.  In order for credit to be given in this course, a substantial amount of time must be spent in lab, 
which will include some dissections.  These labs are designed to help students better 
understand the course material, therefore, students are required to take part in all laboratory 
activities to avoid a loss of participation points.  



2.  If you break any lab equipment or other class material, you will be required to pay the 


replacement cost.  

IX.
Attendance and Tardies:

Attendance is extremely important.  If you are not in class, you are not receiving the information 

necessary to help you be successful in this class.  

1.  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up all missed assignments, exams, etc. as 
soon as you return to school.

2. If you miss class for a school activity (sports, fieldtrips, clubs, etc.), it is your responsibility to turn in all of your work that is due, take all tests/quizzes, and pick up all homework before 
you leave for the activity or you will not receive any points for those assignments.

3. 
Due to expense and set-up time, many of the labs cannot be made up if missed and will result 

in a loss of points.  

4.  Two tardies count as one absence, so make sure you are to class on time and you have all of 
your  equipment.  On the 4th tardy for the semester, and each additional tardy, you will be 
assigned detention.

5. 
Students should use the restroom between classes and at breaks.  Only 2 bathroom passes per 

student will be allowed each quarter.  Anything over this will count as a tardy.
